Travel 
analysis, increased ridership, commu-
nity awareness and numerous petitions 
have all been part of these efforts. 
     I have been asked by a few residents, 
and some Council members, “Why are 
you so determined to keep these buses 
operating?  The ridership is very low.” 

This is a fair question; and one that is 
easy to answer. 
     These buses are the only public
